5 Keys to Building Better Relationships-

The 5 Love Languages

Matthew 8:1-4, 14-15
“The Touch of God’s Hand”
Love Language # 5: Physical Touch
While Jesus walked the earth, the Bible tells of many instances where just the touch of His hand changed a life.  How can a simple touch make a difference?
I.  The touch of Jesus is a GIVING touch that:
1.  Gives ACCEPTANCE to the OUTCAST
    Jesus reached out his hand and touched the man. "I am willing," he said. "Be clean!" Immediately he was cured of his leprosy. -Mt. 8:3 

2.  Gives HEALING to the HURTING
    He touched her hand and the fever left her, and she got up and began to wait on him. – Mt.  8:15 
3.  Gives COURAGE to the FEARFUL
    When the disciples heard this, they fell facedown to the ground, terrified. [7] But Jesus came and touched them. "Get up," he said. "Don't be afraid."  - Mt. 17:6-7 

4.  Gives SIGHT to the BLIND
    Then he touched their eyes and said, "According to your faith will it be done to you"; [30] and their sight was restored. Jesus warned them sternly, "See that no one knows about this."  - Mt. 9:29-30 
5.  Gives LIFE to the SOUL
    Then he went up and touched the coffin, and those carrying it stood still. He said, "Young man, I say to you, get up!" [15] The dead man sat up and began to talk, and Jesus gave him back to his mother.  - Luke 7:14-15 

II.  Your touch can be a SPECIAL touch that:
1.  Gives someone JUST WHAT THEY NEED
2.  Shows someone THE LOVE OF CHRIST
Matthew 8:1-4 

    When he came down from the mountainside, large crowds followed him. [2] A man with leprosy came and knelt before him and said, "Lord, if you are willing, you can make me clean." 

    [3] Jesus reached out his hand and touched the man. "I am willing," he said. "Be clean!" Immediately he was cured of his leprosy. [4] Then Jesus said to him, "See that you don't tell anyone. But go, show yourself to the priest and offer the gift Moses commanded, as a testimony to them." 

Matthew 8:14-15 

    When Jesus came into Peter's house, he saw Peter's mother-in-law lying in bed with a fever. [15] He touched her hand and the fever left her, and she got up and began to wait on him.
