“What’s in a Name?”

“Thou shalt not take God’s name in vain.”

I.  God’s Name REVEALS who God is

    “God said to Moses, "I AM WHO I AM. This is my name forever, the name by which I am to be remembered from generation to generation. “  - Exodus 3:14-15


1.  A PERSONAL God who LOVES His Creation


2.  A POWERFUL God who takes ACTION for us

II.  God’s Name REPRESENTS God Himself

    “We are therefore Christ's ambassadors, as though God were making his appeal through us. We implore you on Christ's behalf: Be reconciled to God.”  -2 Cor. 5:20


1.  We cannot CHANGE who God IS, but

2.  We can INFLUENCE how He is PERCEIVED
    “You may ask me for anything in my name, and I will do it. “  - John 14:14


1.  We either WASTE the power of God’s Name, or


2.  We USE the power of God’s Name for GOOD
III.  God’s Name REDEEMS all who call on that name

    “And everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be saved.”  - Acts 2:21
