I.  When the line seems dead – what happened?


1.  SILENCE – When God doesn’t ANSWER


2.  STATIC- When we can’t seem to HEAR



3.  SIN – When the connection is LOST


II.  How to check the connection – are you there?



1.  ASK - Check with GOD through PRAYER


2.  ASK – Check with TRUSTED CHRISTIANS

III. How to reconnect – what now?


1.  If the line is silent:



a. TRY your CALL AGAIN





b. LEARN – God speaks through SILENCE


2.  If the line is static:



a. LOOK FOR and ELIMINATE barriers



b. POSITION yourself to LISTEN BETTER


3.  If the problem is sin:



a. Call the COMPANY





b. REPENT and RECONNECT
