1.  With Jesus


a.  He had ALREADY SPOKEN

 


b.  Jesus knew WHAT HE HAD TO DO

2.  With Noah


a.  God gave Noah the KNOWLEDGE and ABILITY

b.  To FIGURE it out for HIMSELF



3.  With Hezekiah


a.  God was TESTING him


b.  God allows us to MAKE CHOICES
III. When God is silent, remember:
1.  God is still IN CHARGE
“Yet You are enthroned as the Holy One;” – vs. 3
2.  God is always FAITHFUL

a.  When we TRUST Him for HIS PURPOSES

b.  Not necessarily our OWN PURPOSES

“In You our fathers put their trust; they trusted You and You delivered them.”  -vs. 4  
3.  God sees the BIG PICTURE
“For our light and momentary troubles are achieving for us an eternal glory that far outweighs them all.”  -2 Cor. 4:17
4.  When you can’t trace HIS HAND, trust HIS HEART
“So we fix our eyes not on what is seen, but on what is unseen.  For what is seen is temporary, but what is unseen is eternal.”  -2 Cor. 4:18
