“When Life Takes a Detour”

Is your life going the way you thought it would?

Is everything working out just the way you hoped?

Chances are, your life has taken a few detours –

How do we deal with those twists and turns that life throws?

Dealing with life’s detours takes:

I. TEARS- Sometimes, Life HURTS
(I Kings 19:4–“’I have had enough, Lord,’ [Elijah] said.  ‘Take my life.’”)

II. TWO – Sometimes we need to know we’re NOT ALONE
(Eccl. 4:12 – “A cord of three strands is not quickly broken.”)


a.  FRIENDS AND FAMILY

b.  People in SIMILAR situations


c.  God as our COMFORTER
III. TIME- Sometimes it’s an ENEMY or a FRIEND

(Eccl. 3:1-8 – “There is a time to kill and a time to heal,”)


a.  Often, it’s enough to just GET THRU THE DAY

b.  LONELINESS and PAIN make time crawl


c.  Time can, however, lead to a TURNING POINT
d.  More time can mean more OPPORTUNITIES
IV. TRUTH – Sometimes, Life isn’t FAIR
(Luke 13:1-13 – “Or those who died when the tower in Siloam fell on them – do you think they were more guilty than all the others?  No!”)

a.  Life is full of UPS and DOWNS

b.  Life is full of QUESTIONS

c.  We don’t always get or understand the ANSWERS

d.  What do we LEARN from the QUESTIONS?
Job 1:13-22 

    One day when Job's sons and daughters were feasting and drinking wine at the oldest brother's house, [14] a messenger came to Job and said, "The oxen were plowing and the donkeys were grazing nearby, [15] and the Sabeans attacked and carried them off. They put the servants to the sword, and I am the only one who has escaped to tell you!" 

    [16] While he was still speaking, another messenger came and said, "The fire of God fell from the sky and burned up the sheep and the servants, and I am the only one who has escaped to tell you!" 

    [17] While he was still speaking, another messenger came and said, "The Chaldeans formed three raiding parties and swept down on your camels and carried them off. They put the servants to the sword, and I am the only one who has escaped to tell you!" 

    [18] While he was still speaking, yet another messenger came and said, "Your sons and daughters were feasting and drinking wine at the oldest brother's house, [19] when suddenly a mighty wind swept in from the desert and struck the four corners of the house. It collapsed on them and they are dead, and I am the only one who has escaped to tell you!" 

    [20] At this, Job got up and tore his robe and shaved his head. Then he fell to the ground in worship [21] and said:

    "Naked I came from my mother's womb,

        and naked I will depart.

    The Lord gave and the Lord has taken away;

        may the name of the Lord be praised."

    [22] In all this, Job did not sin by charging God with wrongdoing.
