  Seeking that which has True Value
1.  True value is not measured in dollars

How is it measured?

a.  Having PEACE
 of MIND
 

“A man’s riches may ransom his life, but a poor man hears no threat.”  (13:8)

b.  Earning a GOOD REPUTATION 

“A good name is more desirable than great riches; to be esteemed is better than silver or gold.” (22:1)
c.  Living a RIGHTEOUS LIFE 

“Wealth is worthless in the day of wrath, but righteousness delivers from death.” (11:4)

2.  Earn your income with Integrity

a.  Be HONEST in EVERYTHING
“A fortune made by a lying tongue is a fleeting vapor and a deadly snare.” (21:6)
b.  Be FAIR
 with EVERYONE
“He who oppresses the poor to increase his wealth and he who gives gifts to the rich – both come to poverty.”  (22:16)

3.  Distribute your income with Wisdom

a.  GIVE GENEROUSLY
“A generous man will prosper; he who refreshes others will himself be refreshed.” (11:25)

b.  SAVE CAREFULLY
“In the house of the wise are stores of choice food and oil, but a foolish man devours all he has.” (21:20)
c.  SPEND WISELY

“Of what use is money in the hands of a fool, since he has no desire to get wisdom?”  (17:16)
