I. SELECTIVE-CHOOSE your friends CAREFULLY
“A righteous man is cautious in friendship, but the 

way of the wicked leads them astray.” -12:26
WHY?

1.  Some are only FAIRWEATHER friends

a.  TAKERS-Only friends as long as you give     them something they want or need

“Many curry favor with a ruler, and everyone 

is the friend of a man who gives gifts.” –19:6

b.  TALKERS-Gossip about others and only feel good when others are down

“He who covers over an offense promotes love, but 

whoever  repeats the matter separates close friends.” –17:9
c.  TIME-BOMBS-Easily offended, always looking for    some reason (or someone) to be upset

Do not make friends with a hot-tempered man,

do not associate with one easily angered,

or you may learn his ways 

and get yourself ensnared.  –22:24-25
2.  Some are FOREVER friends


a.  TRUE –Friends who are:


       -DEPENDABLE-Always THERE for you

A friend loves at all times, and 

a brother is born for adversity. –17:17


       -TRUSTWORTHY- Always HONEST with you

Wounds from a friend can be trusted,

but an enemy multiplies kisses. –27:6
 -ENJOYABLE- Is PLEASANT to be with

Perfume and incense bring joy to the heart,

and the pleasantness of one's friend springs 

from his earnest counsel. –27:9
II.  STEADFAST – BE A GOOD FRIEND TO OTHERS
A man of many companions may come to ruin, but there is a friend who sticks closer than a brother.
